*May be an employee or member of an organization providing free or low cost legal services to the
disadvantaged or underserved; however, the pro bono services or volunteer activities for which the
person is nominated cannot arise from a work related service or activity for which the Nominee is
paid {i.e. as part/scope of his or her normal, everyday workload}.

*The Nominee’s overall or cumulative pro bono and/or volunteer service/activities record may be
considered. For the inaugural year of the “Making A Difference” public recognition program (the
2010-2011 Bar year), consideration of the service/activities is not limited to the immediate past year.

*The pro bono and/or volunteer service/activities must be verifiable by the Committee.
